Fellowship of Ministers and Churches

Christ for the Nations Fellowship of Ministers and Churches (CFN FMC), formerly known as the Alumni Ministers’ Fellowship, was founded in 1991 to provide an avenue for licensed and ordained alumni to network with fellow alumni ministers.  In December 2000, the FMC Presbyters voted to allow non-alumni ministers to receive credentials from CFN as well as allowing ministries and churches to come under the umbrella of CFN through affiliation with the Fellowship of Ministers and Churches. The CFN FMC obtained its own 501(c)(3) non-profit status in April 2003 and Group Exemption recognition in August 2003.  The FMC serves to perpetuate the vision and purposes of CFN as well as to provide conferences and events pertinent to ministers and affiliated church ministries.

Any person with a God given call desiring to be licensed or ordained may apply to the CFN FMC.  Those who receive credentials from CFN are required to become members of the FMC for the purpose of accountability.  Those of you who are licensed or ordained with other organizations may opt to transfer your ministerial association and credentials to CFN FMC or you may hold duel credentials with us and another organization.

Leadership

The Executive Board of the FMC, consisting of the FMC President, Vice Presidents, Secretary/Treasurer and other CFN faculty and staff Fellowship members, meets regularly to address concerns of the membership.  The FMC President writes a letter in the FMC newsletter addressing specific areas of concern and interest to members, encouraging, uplifting and challenging our ministers.  The Presbyters Board, a group of 21 men and women from throughout the United States, constitutes the Board of Directors of the CFN FMC. 
Fees 
The annual fee for membership in the CFN FMC is $100.00. A one-time application fee of $ 60 for Ordination will be assessed at the time of application for membership.  $25.00 of the application  fee will be waived if the application is submitted by the announced first deadline.  Renewal dates are May 31st or December 1st depending on when you received your credentials.  Renewal notices are sent, as a courtesy. Once you have received credentials from CFN through the FMC, You must keep your membership current in order for your credentials to remain valid.
CHRIST FOR THE NATIONS
 FELLOWSHIP OF MINISTERS AND CHURCHES 
Purpose of the Fellowship

· To provide an avenue for FMC members and their spouses to relate to, strengthen and assist one another by networking together locally, nationally and internationally, and to be affirmed as an extension of the spirit, vision, character and integrity of CFN.
· To provide affiliation for ministers, churches or ministries who want to link up with the vision of Christ for the Nations to continue building the kingdom of God.  
· We seek to provide regional ministerial representatives to serve as an extension of CFN and the FMC.
· To perpetuate CFN vision and purpose through prayer, finances, recruitment and ministerial example.
· To provide for our members and others, annual conferences and ongoing educational seminars on national and regional levels.
Statement of Faith

CFN FMC holds to the Statement of Faith espoused by Christ For the Nations while recognizing the diversity of beliefs among Spirit-filled Christians of scriptural integrity.  Therefore, we open the arms of this Fellowship to include and embrace all who hold to the foundational truths of the Christian faith.
1. The One True God: There is one living and true God, eternally existent in three persons: God the Father, God the Son, and God the Holy Spirit (Deut. 6:4; Matt. 28:19).

2. The Scriptures Inspired:  The Bible is the only infallible, inspired, authoritative, written Word of God (2 Tim. 3:16).

3. The Deity of the Lord Jesus Christ: We believe in the deity of our Lord Jesus Christ, in His virgin birth, in His sinless life, in His miracles, in His vicarious and atoning death, in His bodily resurrection, in His ascension to the right hand of the Father, in His personal future return to this Earth in power and glory to rule a thousand years (John 1:1).

4. Original Sin and the Fall of Man: We believe that man, created in the image of God, by voluntary disobedience fell into the depths of sin and iniquity, therefore passing on sin’s nature and consequences to all mankind, with their accompanying loss of intended meaning and purpose (Gen. 1:27; Rom. 5:12).

5. The Salvation of Man: Man's only hope of redemption and salvation from the power of sin is to willingly choose repentance and faith in the shed blood of the Lord Jesus Christ, and that it is possible for a believer to lose his or her salvation by willfully turning away from the provisions of salvation which Christ has made. Salvation is a free gift from God and is available to any and all who call upon the Name of the Lord (Acts 4:12; Rom. 5:8‑13, 15; 10:9, 13; Jas. 1:21; Eph. 2:8; Heb. 3:12, 6:4-6, 12:15; Matt. 13:22; 2 Tim. 4:10; 1 Tim. 1:19).
6. The Church and its Mission: We believe in the Great Commission to go into all the world to make disciples (Matt. 28:19).

7. The Ordinances of the Church: 
a. Baptism in water in the Name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  All who repent of their sins and believe in Christ as Savior and Lord are to be baptized.  This is a declaration to the world that they identify with Christ in His death and have been raised with Him in newness of life (Matt. 28:19; Mark 16:16; Acts 10:47, 48; Rom. 6:4).

b. The Lord's Supper consisting of the elements—bread and the fruit of the vine—is the symbol expressing our sharing the Divine nature of our Lord Jesus Christ (2 Pet. 1:4), a memorial of His suffering and death (1 Cor. 11:26), and a prophecy of His second coming (1 Cor. 11:26), and is enjoined on all believers until He comes!

8. The Baptism in the Holy Spirit: The baptism of believers in the Holy Spirit with evidence by speaking with other tongues as the Spirit of God gives utterance (Acts 2:4).  With the baptism in the Holy Spirit comes power for life and service in the ministry of the Body of Christ. We believe in corporate prayer with the believer’s prayer language. (Luke 24:49; Acts 1:4, 8; 2:11; 10:46; 1 Cor. 12:1‑31).  
9. Divine Healing: Divine healing was provided for all in the Old Testament (Ex. 15:22‑26; Ps. 103:1‑3; Isa. 53:4, 5) and in the New Testament it is an integral part of the Gospel (Matt. 8:16, 17; Acts 5:16; Jas. 5:14‑16).

10. The Final Judgment: We believe that all shall stand before the judgment seat of Christ: the redeemed to be delivered unto everlasting life, and the unrepentant unto everlasting punishment (Rev. 20:11, 12; 2 Cor. 5:10).

CFN Fellowship of Ministers and Churches
PROCEDURAL INFORMATION

CFN FMC has been commissioned by Christ for the Nations to be the official credentialing agency of Christ For The Nations.  Christ For The Nations licenses and ordains approved applicants.  Those desiring credentials must apply through the CFN FMC Credentials Committee. Once you are licensed or ordained by CFN you must continue to be an active member of the Fellowship of Ministers and Churches in order to have valid credentials.  Please note: If you fail to maintain your membership through yearly renewal, your credentials through CFN will no longer be valid.
During the credentials service the CFN FMC issues a certificate recognizing the status of its ministerial members.  All members also receive a wallet-sized identification card (with an expiration date) verifying their ministerial and membership status.  These items show that you, as a minister, are recognized by and are affiliated with an organization that has national and international scope.

 PLEASE READ ALL MATERIALS BEFORE COMPLETING THE APPLICATION

· Contact a current FMC member to have them complete the Members endorsement form (pg. 13). It is your responsibility to include the completed form with your application. (If you are unable to obtain this endorsement, a member of the Executive Board may recommend you. However, a written request explaining the absence of a recommendation must accompany your application.)
· Contact your pastor/church official, who has known you well for at least one year, to complete the pastor’s endorsement. (pg. 14 & 15). It is your responsibility to ensure that the completed form is received in our offices in a timely fashion.
· Contact your dean for them to complete the deans Endorsement Form (pg. 16.) Students graduating from the 3rd  year program must also contact their director of the 3rd year school. It is your responsibility to insure that the completed deans/SOM director’s endorsement form is received in this office prior to the application deadline.

· Complete the questionnaire. Be prayerful and thoughtful as you prepare your answers. The credentials committee will get to know you through the way you answer the questions.

· Obtain proper photo.
· Get your money ready, $ 100.00 for license and $ 125.00 for ordination if you submit the application by the first deadline. Add $ 25.00 after that.
If you are a full scholarship student, the initial membership fee will be $ 60 for ordination if you submit the application on or before 1st. deadline. If submitted after that deadline an additional $ 25 will be added.  However, a letter from your work supervisor verifying that you are a full scholarship student must be included with your application.  
When your application is received, it will be referred to the FMC Executive Board for review to assure that all requirements are met and that your sponsor has current membership status.  You will be contacted either by phone or by letter to inform you whether your application is accepted or rejected,  If accepted, you will also receive information pertinent to the credentials service. Please contact our offices if you have not received notification by the Friday before the credentials service.
CFN FELLOWSHIP OF MINISTERS AND CHURCHES
Ministerial Credentials
CFN Fellowship of Ministers and Churches provides ministerial credentials to those qualified and called into full-time and/or five-fold ministry (Eph. 4:11).
Two levels of credentials are offered by the CFN-FMC.  Individuals applying for any level of credentials must be endorsed by an active member of the FMC.

 MINISTERS LICENSE:
*  
The License to Minister is granted to those who have demonstrated both a calling and an ability to minister. They shall give evidence of being actively engaged and have purposed to give themselves wholly to the propagation of the Gospel.

SCOPE OF MINISTRY:

Persons holding a Minister’s License have been given authority to pastor and oversee     congregations, perform weddings, funerals and all sacerdotal functions.  These licenses will be reviewed annually by the Credentials Committee.

ORDINATION:
*
Ordination may be granted to those involved with a definable primary ministry over an extended period and who devote a significant amount of time to such ministry. The candidate for Ordination should also have demonstrated maturity in character and attitude and be sound in doctrine and Biblical knowledge. Accepted candidate shall be ordained by the laying on of hands by a presbytery composed of ordained ministers (must have been licensed for at least 2 years). 

*
International students may apply for ordination after graduating from Christ For the Nations provided they have been in ministerial service, have a proven ministry and will be returning to minister and remain in 
their home country immediately or shortly following graduation. Proof of return, such as copy of travel documents, and ministry involvement required. (These will be reviewed on a case-by-case basis.)

SCOPE OF MINISTRY:

 A person holding the Ordination credentials has been given the authority to pastor and oversee congregations, perform weddings, funerals and all sacerdotal functions. Ordination credentials will not be reviewed annually by the Committee, but as individuals they will be accountable to Christ For The Nations through the Fellowship of Ministers and Churches.

Persons holding ministerial credentials with Christ For The Nations must maintain proper relationship and accountability with CFN FMC and remit annual dues to the Fellowship of Ministers and Churches (FMC). Dues for Licensed and Ordained members are $ 100.00.
The credentials of the FMC minister whose membership falls into default will be revoked.
